Materials
e construction paper - brown, black green
e plastic or paper cup
e wooden craft stick
e tape
scissors
blue
googly eyes
markers or crayons

1.CUT A STRIP OF GREEN CONSTRUCTION PAPER THAT IS SLIGHTLY TALLER THAN
THE CUP AND LONG ENOUGH TO WRAP ALL THE WAY AROUND THE CUP.

2.USING SCISSORS, SNIP FRIDGE ON ONE LONG EDGE OF THE GREEN
CONSTRUCTION PAPER TO MAKE THE GRASS.

3.POKE A HOLE IN THE BOTTOM OF THE CUP USING SCISSORS, MAKING SURE IT’'S
LARGE ENOUGH FOR THE CRAFT STICK TO FIT THROUGH.

4 WRAP THE GREEN CONSTRUCTION PAPER TIGHTLY AROUND THE CUP, TAPING
